REHEARSAL INFORMATION

Welcome to this year’s season of Handel’s Messiah Sydney Choir. Whether you have sung
with us before — or if this is your first time — we hope that you will find singing Handel’s
Messiah to be an enjoyable and rewarding experience.

What You’ll Need

The Messiah score (the printed music). The Prout Edition is preferred, as this is the
edition our Conductor will be referring to for page numbers and other directions. Copies
of the Prout Edition are available online, or at the Registration Desk as you enter.

A copy of the Doxology and Vesper (printed over the page).

Your Rehearsal Attendance Sheet. We recommend you sticky-tape this sheet into the
front cover of your score. This sheet is stamped every week so that you can keep track of
the rehearsals you have attended. You should attend almost all rehearsals to be able to
sing in the Sydney Town Hall in December.

Register for the Choir online at www.handelsmessiahsydney.org.au or at the door. There
is a small registration fee for adults and concession-card holders, and students are free.

Each Rehearsal

Each rehearsal starts promptly at 7.00 pm at St Stephen’s Uniting Church, 197
Macquarie St., Sydney. The church will be open from 6.30 pm onwards, so you will have
time to arrive, get your Attendance Sheet stamped, get settled and be ready to sing.

We begin by singing the Doxlogy and saying the Lord’s Prayer. This is a long-standing
tradition of the choir, but might be a new custom for you. You may say the Lord’s Prayer
in a version that is known to you, or the language that is known to you.

There is a short break from singing mid-way through the evening. This is a time where
we share news and announcements, and then have time for a (quick) drink and stretch.

We conclude by singing the Vesper.
Rehearsals finish on time at 8.45 pm. Don’t forget to take your belongings with you!
